Grape: Gamay Beaujolais

Aging: Four to eight months in large casks

Sweetness: Dry

Alcohol: 12.5%

Serving Temperature: Cool room temperature

Aging Potential:  3-5 years

Serve with: Summer sausage, white meats and pizza
